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CURRENT SITUATION

Ongoing violence throughout CAR continues to cause loss of life and displacement. On December 21, fighting
between Peuhl herders and anti-Balaka elements killed at least 18 people in Gamboula town, Mambéré-Kadéi
Prefecture, and Nola town, Sangha-Mbaéré Prefecture, according to international media.

Clashes between anti-Balaka and members of the ex-Séléka armed group in Nana-Grebizi Prefecture’s Mbres town on
December 16 and in Ouaka Prefecture’s Bambari town on December 19 led to at least 20 deaths, damaged
infrastructure, and destroyed houses, prompting the displacement of an unspecified number of individuals to nearby
forest areas.

On December 14, an unidentified group of armed actors attacked staff from USAID/OFDA pattner Agency for
Technical Development and Cooperation (ACTED) in Ouaka Prefecture’s Madomalé town, according to the U.N. The
incident injured two ACTED staff and resulted in the theft of emergency food commodities.

During a December 30 press conference in the capital city of Bangui, Special Representative of the U.N. Secretary-
General and Head of the U.N. Multidimensional Integrated Stabilization Mission in CAR (MINUSCA) Babcar Gaye
expressed hope that watring factions in CAR are showing signs of moving toward broad national dialogue to end
violence in the country. He referenced a December 18 Presidential Statement reiterating the call for disarmament and
dialogue as the only route to lasting peace and pointed to recent tangible advances in civilian protection and other
activities by MINUSCA.

UNICEF recently emphasized the importance of maintaining the current level of humanitarian assistance to CAR in
2015, particularly support for vulnerable children—including the 6,000—10,000 children associated with armed groups
in CAR.

DISPLACEMENT AND HUMANITARIAN ACCESS

® Nearly 500 individuals of the majority-Muslim Peuhl ethnic group sheltering in an IDP site in Yaloke require urgent

humanitarian assistance and are at risk for targeted attacks, according to UNHCR. Targeted violence in recent months
forced the group to seek shelter in Yaloke, and they remained unable to leave as of late December due to hostilities—
including physical attacks, verbal threats, and looting. Exacerbated by limited access, key needs include emergency
assistance to treat malnutrition, malaria, and tuberculosis, according to the U.N. UNHCR reports the need for the
international community to assist in relocating the group to a safer location within CAR or a neighboring country.
More than 90 percent of the Peuhl individuals sheltering in Yaloke expressed a desire to relocate, according to a
UNHCR-led assessment conducted on December 18.

FOOD SECURITY AND NUTRITION
e To date in 2014, UNICEF assistance has supported 22,300 children under five years of age experiencing severe acute

malnutrition, resulting in a recovery rate of 83 percent.

® The Food Security Cluster—the coordinating body for humanitarian food security activities in CAR, comprising U.N.

agencies, non-governmental agencies, and other stakeholders—will require approximately $195 million to assist more
than 1.2 million people in 2015, according to the cluster. The 2015 food security funding appeal is an 8 percent
increase from the $180 million requested for food security interventions in CAR’s revised 2014 Strategic Response Plan
(SRP) and represents approximately 30 percent of the total $613 million requested in the 2015 CAR SRP. Estimates of
the number of people experiencing food insecurity in CAR range from 1 million to 1.7 million people, according to the
U.N.



HEALTH AND WASH

e Between January and December 2014, USAID/OFDA partner UNICEF provided access to safe drinking water to
more than 415,000 people throughout CAR and ensured that nearly 221,000 people at various IDP sites had access to
improved sanitation services, including latrines.

e UNICEEF also reached an estimated 1.4 million people in conflict-affected areas of CAR with health care services and
essential medicines, including the delivery of polio vaccinations to 1 million children and measles vaccinations to more
than 200,000 children.

OTHER ASSISTANCE
e As of December 31, international donors had committed $377.6 million—68 percent—of the $555 million requested by
the 2014 CAR SRP to address urgent humanitarian needs in CAR.

CONTEXT

e In December 2012, the Séléka armed alliance began to advance across CAR in opposition to then-President
Francois Bozizé. On March 24, 2013, Séléka fighters entered Bangui, effectively seizing control of the country and
triggering a period of widespread violence.

e Security conditions in CAR further deteriorated on December 5, 2013, when clashes erupted between militants
associated with the now-dissolved Séléka alliance and anti-Balaka groups, composed of armed fighters that oppose
ex-Séléka forces. As of December 2014, the security situation throughout CAR remained volatile, with continuing
attacks against civilians. While relief agencies are working to assist conflict-affected populations, ongoing insecurity
and logistics constraints impede humanitarian operations in Bangui and in more remote areas of CAR.

e In response to the ongoing humanitarian emergency, U.S. Chargé d'Affaires David E. Brown reissued a disaster
declaration for the complex emergency in CAR for FY 2015 on October 1, 2014.
